	Project Outline


	Explore ways to encourage planners, developers and the waste industry to utilise land that has been previously developed -‘brownfield’ land (for any range of uses e.g. commercial, industrial, military, etc) - for new commercial or residential development and therefore minimise the extent of building on undeveloped ‘greenfield’ land, or restoration to create new ecological and recreation areas. 

 

	Project methodology


	There are a range of different opportunities that could be exchanged and explored between partners to increase the amount of brownfield land regeneration. They could for example include as follows: 

· Methods, techniques and tools to identify available brownfield land in urban and rural locations and facilitate selection of the best type of re-use for the land e.g. for recreation, housing, industry, natural park, etc
· Mechanisms, including funding, to enable delivery of development on brownfield sites that would otherwise not be economically feasible or attractive, e.g. sites in the countryside not close to other regeneration opportunities
· Methods, techniques and tools ( e.g. geostatistical sampling techniques ) to identify the extent and nature of any soil contamination  and  enable it to become non-hazardous waste and eligible for disposal to landfill

· Identification of the best on-site and off-site techniques for removing contamination to allow re-use of the soils

· Expanding the range of relevant on-site and off-site treatment techniques
· Exploring the potential options for disposal of contaminated brownfield soils
Investigations could include for example 

· Designing an implementation and effectiveness control plan for the remediation, for the re-development and reuse of these sites 

· Developing a design for the new designation/destiny of the sites 

· Realisation and financing of the new sites, and assuring aftercare and control

· looking at policy or implementation barriers for the realisation of brownfield land regeneration. 

· ways to promote and support good practice, funding opportunities, knowledge, skills and markets in the field of brownfield land regeneration.

· advice for and ownership from the industry, businesses and Local Government Authorities
