	Project methodology


	Waste should be management in accordance with the following priority list:

· Prevention of creating of waste.

· Re-use waste in is original shape.

· Re- use waste for its materials.

· Re-use waste as a fuel.

· Bring waste to a landfill

There are a range of different opportunities that could be exchanged and explored between partners to improve waste management. They could for example include as follows: 

· Supporting a culture shift towards the recognition of waste as a resource to take advantage of rather than being seen as a problem.

· Encouraging businesses and households to prevent and recycle more.

· Identifying designs or methods to support more recycling, e.g. markets for waste materials or to improve facility design to enable recycling throughout the facility’s location, design and use

· Raise awareness of whole life cycle responsibility amongst manufacturers of products, e.g. the environmental costs of the final disposal of the product as well as its initial production

· Techniques or tools to reduce the time interval between identification of waste amounts produced during production of goods and the transfer of the data to manufacturers and designers so lessons can be learnt immediately

· Improving the appearance of the environment through the prevention of fly-tipping and responsible after-care of waste sides.

· Cost effective and innovative alternatives to landfill.

Investigations could include for example 

· looking at barriers for the realisation of such opportunities and the whole-life costs. 

· ways to promote and support good practice, knowledge, skills and markets in the field of waste management.

· advice for and ownership from the industry, businesses and Local Government Authorities
