	Explore ways of reducing the environmental impacts of transport, especially emissions of greenhouse gases and other pollutants.

	Project methodology


	There are a range of different opportunities that could be exchanged and explored between partners to reduce the environmental impact of transport.  They could for example include: 

· Integration of the spatial planning of development and public/non car transport services and options;
· Improving accessibility to public transport/non car modes of travel;
· Promotion and use of incentives or levers to encourage modal shift from private car to public transport;

· Use of charging to reduce overall movement by private car;

· Promotion, procurement or use of low emission vehicles or renewable fuels e.g. biodiesel;

· Development of sustainable travel plans and schemes by businesses, public authorities and institutions;

· Use of new technology to manage traffic and improve attractiveness of sustainable transport modes;

· Promote IT infrastructures implementation and use of technology to reduce the need to travel.

Investigations could include for example :

· identifying and examining obstacles to the realisation of such opportunities. 

· ways to promote and support good practice, knowledge and skills in the field of transport & spatial planning.

· advice for and ownership from relevant stakeholders and the public
