· GENERAL INFORMATION

1. SEVILLE   
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According to legend, Seville was founded by Hercules and its origins are linked with the Tartessian civilisation. It was called Hispalis under the Romans and Isbiliya with the Moors. Its high point in its history was following the discovery of America.

Seville lies on the banks of the Guadalquivir and is one of the largest historical centres in Europe. It is famous for its magnificent monuments, flamenco, bullfights and “tapas”.

It has hosted two international exhibitions (1929 and 1992) and is the administrative capital of Andalusia.

Apart from being the capital of Andalusia Seville is also the industrial centre of southern Spain. The province of Seville has traditionally been an agricultural region and due to the climate with more than 300 days of sun it has an important production of citrus fruits and olives.

There are two others close airports in Jerez de la Frontera (XRY, 93 km. From Seville) and Málaga (AGP, 208 km. From Seville) with frecuent bus and train service to Seville.

Another option is arrive to Madrid-Barajas´s Airport (MAD) and take the highspeed train AVE (www.renfe.es/ave/) to Seville.

For Polish partners there is an option fliying to Barcelona (BCN) with Clickair, Vueling (both low cost), Iberia, Air Europa or Spanair.
